Summer Harvest Season is the Right Time to Be Careful

Five Oklahomans Chasing the Title
World Livestock Auctioneer Champion 2010!

June will see millions of bushels of wheat
(and now canola) harvested across our state,
and the entire summer season will see
farmers moving farm machinery from one
location to another on the roads and high-
ways of state.
Here's some advice for our farmers--large or small operators--as you
move that equipment, courtesy of the National Safety Council:
Harvest season means an increase in farm machinery traffic on rural
highways.  As farmers and ranchers rush to meet harvest deadlines,
vehicles and farm machinery can create a lethal mix on the road.  The
National Safety Council urges you to follow these driving guidelines:
If your farm equipment operates at less than 25 miles per hour, be
sure to get a slow-moving vehicle emblem that is clearly visible from
the rear.  Also, use flashing hazard lights to warn other vehicles about

wide loads and frequent turns.
For everyone living in Rural Oklahoma keep
a sharp lookout for tractors or other
equipment that may pop up in front of you
almost before you know it. 
Remember, road safety can prevent your

A Century of Service Being Marked in June

The Oklahoma National Stockyards marks a century of serving the
cattle producers of Oklahoma, and literally the entire United States, as
the “World's Largest Livestock Market” has it's 100th birthday in 2010.
The year was 1910, a scant three years after statehood, when the
Edward Morris Company established a packing plant and livestock sales

harvest drive from becoming a one way trip.

terminal on 120 acres two miles west of
blossoming downtown Oklahoma City,
providing 2,400 new jobs in a city of 60,000.
Until 1961, livestock sales were handled
only by private agreement or treaty
between the seller and buyer through the
services of the on-premises commission companies. Then a second
mode of trade was introduced, the auction, providing even greater
competition for available livestock.  The auction helped supply a new
spurt of growth, and combined with the aggressive sales leadership of
the commission firms, innovative market management and strategic
location, the Oklahoma City livestock market rose to become the
World's Largest Market of Stocker and Feeder Cattle selling yearly
receipts of well over a half a million head.
Since its inception, more than 102,000,000 head of livestock have
passed through the iron gates leading to the Stockyards operation.
Cattle auctions are held Monday and Tuesday each week.
The Oklahoma National Stockyards is celebrating much of the year, but
a special way to celebrate will be happening June 19 with the World
Livestock Auctioneer Championship to be held in the Auction Arena.

The 33 auctioneers competing here June 19 in the World Livestock
Auctioneer Championship have a big fan in Rob Fisher, president of the
Oklahoma National Stockyards, which will host the contest.
“I'm a firm believer that the auction method of selling livestock is the
best way for a producer to get the best price,” he said.  And a major
factor in having a good auction, Fisher said, is a talented auctioneer.
The contest will be an actual sale, with buyers on the seats.  Fisher said
he expects from 7,500 – 10,000 cattle, “mostly feeder cattle that will
be sold in large lots.”
The June 19 contest starts at 8 a.m. and is
open to the public.  Saturday morning the
semi-finalists are judged as they sell several
drafts of cattle.  The criteria includes the
vocal quality and clarity of their chant, bid-
catching ability, execution of the sale, and

Sponsoring Group for the contest is the Livestock Marketing Association, whose
President in 2010 is Bobby Smith of Fairview.
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Thousands of young people from all across
Oklahoma will converge on Stillwater
July 20, 21 and 22, 2010 for what is called
the 

Rusty Gosz, Oklahoma State University
Extension Youth & Livestock Specialist, tells us that they “will return to
the traditional “Big 3” day order with the Sheep Field Day being held on
Tuesday, the Beef Field Day will be held on Wednesday, and the Swine

The young people that invade Stillwater and the OSU campus get to
learn and compete in the livestock judging sessions, but also have a
chance to take several tours related to the Division of Agriculture at
OSU.  They also have the chance to compete in a special speech contest
conducted by the Oklahoma Pork Council, and can take a test that can
qualify them to compete in the Livestock Handling Skills Contest in
December at the Tulsa Farm Show.

would the judge hire this auctioneer?  The top 10 scorers then return
for a final round of selling, where the same criteria are used. The three
titlists--world, reserve and runner-up champion--are announced at an
awards banquet the evening of the 19th.
Thirty three auctioneers will compete for top honors, and that includes
five who call Oklahoma home:  Bailey Ballou, Elgin; Lance Cochran,
Medford; Dustin Focht, Stillwater; Brian Little, Wann; and Brian Marlin,
Inola.

Dr. Grandlin has designed cattle
working facilities that are used on ranches, in auction barns, and in
processing plants globally.  Her life is the subject of an HBO produced
movie released earlier this year, and that will be available on DVD in
August.
